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Summary

The workshop aims to explore the agency of black Africans living in
sixteenth- and seventeenth-century Spain by identifying early modern
sources and providing a multidisciplinary definition of agency. The high
number of black Africans in Spain is still overlooked in social and scholar-
ly debates, and the concept of agency, widely used in modern scholarship,
is unsuccessfully applied to early modern African diasporas in Europe.
The notion of ‘agency’ often conveys current approaches to the term, and
so it has not been fully studied with regard to the black African diaspora
in early modern Spain and the sources of the period. The workshop will
discuss and propose research avenues for the study of the agency of the

anonymous black population of early modernity.

Alberto del Campo Tejedor (Universidad Pablo de Olavide)

Alberto del Campo Tejedor (Sevilla, 1971) se licenci6 en Derecho, en
Filologia Alemana y en Antropologia Social, y se doctor6 con una Te-
sis sobre los trovadores repentistas de la Alpujarra, que se publicé con
el nombre de Trovadores de Repente (2006). Como antropo6logo ha re-
alizado trabajo de campo en los Andes ecuatorianos, las islas Galdpagos,
Camerun y Andalucia. Sin embargo, sus estudios no son exclusivamente
etnogréficos, sino que articulan la antropologia con la historia, la filologia
y el derecho. Entre sus temas de investigacion destacan la literatura oral,
la musica popular, la religion, el campesinado, la etnicidad, las sexuali-
dades, los estereotipos nacionales, el turismo, el humor, el fatbol o la epis-
temologia en ciencias sociales.

Una buena parte de sus 17 libros son estudios historico-culturales, tales
como Tratado del burro y otras bestias. Una historia del simbolismo ani-
mal en Occidente (2012); Historia cultural del flamenco (1546-1910). El

barbero y la guitarra (2013, en colaboracién con Rafael Céceres Feria);



Elogio de la locura sevillana. Necios, inocentes y bufones en la ciudad de
la gracia (2017); Burla burlando. Las diversiones de los universitarios en
el siglo XVI (2019); Pregones y Flamenco.

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Carmen Fracchia (Birbeck, University of London)

Carmen Fracchia is a Professor of Hispanic Art History at Birkbeck Uni-
versity of London. She completed her PhD at University College London
and has devoted her research career to examining the visual representation
of blackness and the articulation of human diversity, subjectivity, agency,
self-representation, religion, slavery, freedom, hybridity, and, race in the
early modern Hispanic period. Her new book ‘Black but Human’: Slavery
and Visual Art in Hapsburg Spain, 1480-1700 (Oxford and New York:

Oxford University Press, 2019) explores the emergence of the enslaved

and freed subjects in the visual form of Hapsburg Spain. Her research is
partly informed by her teaching to undergraduates and postgraduate stu-
dents and the international dissemination and impact that her work has
in academia and outside academia. Her work has received international
recognition through papers given at international conferences. Her teach-
ing is based at Birkbeck and she has taught abroad in Spain, Mexico, and
the United States, and, her works in journals and edited collections have
been published in Latin America, Europe and the United States.

Her paper will address the problematization of the visual construction
of Afro-Hispanic ‘agency’ in the visual field in early modern Spain. I will
concentrate on the career of the freedman Juan de Pareja ( 1610-1670)
and I will explore the ways in which the ex-enslaved painter decided to
depict himself in his religious composition The Calling of St Matthew
(now at the Prado Museum, Madrid) at the Spanish court in 1661, one
year after the death of his master Diego Velazquez.

Diana Berruezo-Sanchez (University of Oxford)

Diana Berruezo-Sanchez is a Leverhulme Early Career Fellow and a Ca-
reer Development Fellow at the University of Oxford. Prior to this, she
held a two-year lectureship at the same institution, replacing the former
King Alfonso XIII Chair of Spanish, and a lectureship at the University
of Barcelona. Her specialisation is in the area of Early Modern Hispanic
literature, particularly in connection with Italian sources, on which she
conducted her PhD thesis and published extensively. Presently, she is con-
ducting a research project on black African community in early modern
Spain, for which she has been awarded the Leverhulme Fellowship. More
particularly, she looks into the cultural legacy of the black African diaspo-
ra living in the Iberian Peninsula in the 16th and 17th centuries, for which
she has conducted archival work in the UK, the US and Spain. Her next
monograph, The Afro-Hispanic Cultural Legacy in Early Modern Spain
(Oxford, OUP), aims to uncover unpublished poetry and make freed and
enslaved black Africans more visible in scholarship of early modernity.
